Regional Registered Nurse: Works in a geographically isolated facility, assuming a high 
level of autonomy and responsibility, and exercises considerable judgment and initiative in 
performing client care. The Regional Registered Nurse follows Clinical Practice Guidelines 
for Primary Care Nurse for communicating diagnosis, ordering diagnostic tests, dispensing 
medications and consulting with other health professionals. This is accomplished by 
completing comprehensive clinical assessments and   using complex problem-solving 
skills, advanced interpersonal skills, and clinical expertise 
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
