5) EXAM
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Under “My To-Do List”, click on the little blue triangle to start the Accu-Chek Inform Il training
course;

Click Launch;

Follow the instructions.

Complete ALL modules, and answer ALL questions within each module (1, 2, and 3). You can
complete the online exam only after you have completed all three modules.

Close out the window with the training course, and highlight Certification Exam on the original
page;

Click the blue triangle to start;

Click Start, and then Next.

Read the instructions carefully;

Complete the exam once it is started, or you risk losing your work;

Passing requires 18/20 or 90% correct. You will have 3 attempts to pass the exam. If you are not
successful after 3 attempts, contact Joseph Stone.

6) PRACTICAL COMPONENT

When you arrive at Labrador-Grenfell Health, you will complete the practical component of the
training. Your observer can be any RN. Follow these instructions:
i. Log onto the glucometer and do both a high and low Quality Control Test (in any order);
ii. Select Patient Test and then Observer Login;
iii. Give the meter to the observer to login, then take it back and perform a patient test;
iv. Hand the meter back to the observer so they can answer the two questions (verifying that
the test was performed correctly);

v. Press the power button to log off;
vi. Dock the meter.

Note: To be certified, both the online and practical training must be completed.
